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.  RESUMEN

Objetivo: Determinar la tasa de mortalidad y complicaciones postoperatorias de
cirugia abdominal de emergencia en pacientes con y sin SARS-CoV-2 en el
Hospital Naval. Material y métodos: Se realiz6 un estudio observacional,
analitico y retrospectivo en 297 casos de cirugia abdominal de emergencia, de
los cuales 207 tuvieron prueba antigeno negativa para SARS-CoV-2y 90 prueba
positiva. Resultados: La edad mas frecuente entre 18 y 35 afios (29.3%) ,
género masculino predominante (60.9%). En términos de salud, 49.5% tenian
sobrepeso, 11.4% diabetes mellitus, 10.4% hipertension arterial, 3%
enfermedades cardiovasculares, y 5.7% enfermedades respiratorias. Se
identificé una diferencia significativa en la tasa de mortalidad entre pacientes con
y sin COVID-19 (6.7% vs. 1.4%, p=0.025), y en la tasa de complicaciones,
(32.2% vs 4.8%, p=0.000). Las complicaciones respiratorias, locales y
trombaéticas también mostraron diferencia significativa, 20.0% vs. 2.4%, p=0.000;
15.6% vs. 2.9%, p=0.000; y 6.7% vs. 1.4%, p=0.025 respectivamente.
Conclusiones: Aunque las condiciones preexistentes no difirieron
significativamente entre pacientes con y sin COVID-19, los primeros
experimentaron tasas de mortalidad y complicaciones postoperatorias mas altas.
Esto resalta la urgencia de implementar protocolos especificos para reducir las
tasas de morbimortalidad en estos pacientes. Palabras claves: Cirugia
abdominal de emergencia, SARS-CoV-2, Mortalidad, Complicaciones
Posoperatorias, COVID-19.
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.  ABSTRACT

Objective: Determine the mortality rate and postoperative complications of
emergency abdominal surgery in patients with and without SARS-CoV-2 at the
Naval Hospital. Material and methods: An observational, analytical and
retrospective study was carried out in 297 cases of emergency abdominal
surgery, of which 207 had a negative antigen test for SARS-CoV-2 and 90 had a
positive test. Results: The most frequent age was between 18 and 35 years
(29.3%), predominant male gender (60.9%). In terms of health, 49.5% were
overweight, 11.4% had diabetes mellitus, 10.4% had high blood pressure, 3%
had cardiovascular diseases, and 5.7% had respiratory diseases. A significant
difference was identified in the mortality rate between patients with and without
COVID-19 (6.7% vs. 1.4%, p=0.025), and in the complication rate (32.2% vs.
4.8%, p=0.000). Respiratory, local and thrombotic complications also showed a
significant difference, 20.0% vs. 2.4%, p=0.000; 15.6% vs. 2.9%, p=0.000; and
6.7% vs. 1.4%, p=0.025 respectively. Conclusions: Although pre-existing
conditions did not differ significantly between patients with and without COVID-
19, the former experienced higher mortality rates and postoperative
complications. This highlights the urgency of implementing specific protocols to
reduce morbidity and mortality rates in these patients. Keywords: Emergency
abdominal surgery, SARS-CoV-2, Mortality, Postoperative Complications,
COVID-19.
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
