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Resumen

Objetivo: Determinar factores sociodemograficos y clinicos asociados al
diagnéstico de Lesion Intraepitelial Escamosa de bajo grado y Lesion
Intraepitelial Escamosa de alto grado en pacientes atendidas en el Hospital
Carlos Lanfranco La Hoz durante el afio 2022. Material y Métodos: Estudio
observacional, analitico y transversal; muestra constituida por 200 pacientes del
servicio de Ginecologia a quienes se les realizé papanicolaou. Para la evaluacion
de la independencia entre las variables independientes y lesiones intraepiteliales
escamosas se utilizd la prueba Chi Cuadrado, considerandose significancia
estadistica p < 0,05. Seguidamente se realiz6 una regresion logistica multinomial
obteniéndose Odds Ratios (OR) crudos y ajustados. Para el analisis estadistico
se utilizé el programa R versién 4.0.5 ® y R Studio 2021.09.0 ®. Resultados: El
analisis multinomial identifico a las variables edad (OR: 4.992; IC: 95%; 1.698-
14.676), inicio de relaciones sexuales (OR: 0.128; IC: 95%; 0.030-0.551),
namero de parejas sexuales (OR: 4.015; IC: 95%; 1.027-15.685) como factores
de riesgo que aumentan la probabilidad para desarrollar lesion intraepitelial
escamosa de bajo grado (NIC I). Conclusiones: Se concluye que, tener entre
26 a 35 afnos asociado al inicio relaciones sexuales entre 15 a 19 afios y haber
tenido entre 3 a 5 parejas sexuales son factores de alto riesgo que aumentan
significativamente la probabilidad que se presente lesion intraepitelial escamosa
de bajo grado NIC I. Adicionalmente se encontraron las siguientes prevalencias:
PAP anormal 14.5%; LIEBG (NIC 1) 4.5%; LIEAG (NIC II) 2% y LIEAG (NIC 1lI)
1%.
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Abstract

Objective: Determine sociodemographic and clinical factors associated with the
diagnosis of low-grade squamous intraepithelial lesion and high-grade squamous
intraepithelial lesion in patients treated at the Carlos Lanfranco La Hoz Hospital
during the year 2022. Material and Methods: Observational, analytical and
cross-sectional study; sample consisting of 200 patients from the Gynecology
service who underwent Pap smears. To evaluate the independence between the
independent variables and squamous intraepithelial lesions, the Chi Square test
was used, with statistical significance considered p < 0.05. A multinomial logistic
regression was then performed, obtaining crude and adjusted Odds Ratios (OR).
For the statistical analysis, the R program version 4.0.5 ® and R Studio 2021.09.0
® were used. Results: The multinomial analysis identified the variables age (OR:
4.992; Cl: 95%; 1.698-14.676), initiation of sexual relations (OR: 0.128; CI: 95%;
0.030-0.551), number of sexual partners (OR : 4.015; CI: 95%; 1.027-15.685) as
risk factors that increase the probability of developing low-grade squamous
intraepithelial lesion (CIN I). Conclusions: Itis concluded that being between 26
and 35 years old associated with the beginning of sexual relations between 15
and 19 years old and having had between 3 and 5 sexual partners are high risk
factors that significantly increase the probability of low-grade squamous
intraepithelial lesions. CIN grade I. In addition, the following prevalences were
found: abnormal PAP 14.5%; LIEBG (NIC 1) 4.5%; LIEAG (NIC Il) 2% and LIEAG
(NIC 1lI) 1%.
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
